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Founded in April 1, 2006 as an administration support organization, Information and Communications provides project
planning for the university's information strategies, maintenance of the information infrastructure, and information security
measures, as well as one of the best supercomputer environments within Japan through the Information Technology Center,
which is a network-type joint usage and collaborative research center designated as a National Joint-Use Facility of the "Joint
Usage/Research Center for Interdisciplinary Large-Scale Information Infrastructures”, a MEXT (Ministry of Education,
Culture, Sports, Science and Technology) program initiated in 2010 involving 8 research centers equipped with
supercomputers, in addition to implementing various information support services to support education and research
activities.

In recent times, use of mobile devices such as smartphones and tablets have become widespread with surprising rapidity, and
servers are becoming consolidated and cloud-based using virtual machines. In addition, the environments surrounding
information are changing at a staggering pace, with supercomputers and networks constantly achieving greater speeds and
becoming more and more able to handle Big Data. In order to respond to such progress of information technologies,
Information and Communications has established the "Information Environment Masterplan®, and conducts maintenance of
the information environment in accordance with the plan. Our website describes the above in detail, which we hope will
contribute to the informatization of the various departments, so please feel free to visit our homepage and take a look.

While such information technology gathers much attention, one thing we must not forget is the securement of safety. As you
may be aware, information leaks and tampering of webpages due to cyberattacks have been rapidly increasing nationwide. It
has come to a point where defense at the infrastructure level is not sufficient for effective prevention of cyberattacks, and the
importance of security measures taken to defend personal computers and servers at the individual level has drastically
increased. We have created the "Information Security Guidelines" to secure on-campus information security, and we strongly
ask everyone to please follow these guidelines when operating information devices.

Information and Communications will continue to conduct the maintenance of a safe and secure information environment
befitting a university in accordance with our university's mid-term plans, "Information Environment Masterplan” and
"Information Security Policies", and we ask for your continued cooperation and support.
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Information & Communications of Nagoya University was established on April 1, 2006 as an administration support organization
for the entire University with the aim of promoting the integration and efficiency of systems for the planning, drafting, execution
and implementation of the University” s information strategy. Information & Communications supervises the Information Strategy
Office, the Information Technology Center and the Technology Services Department.
