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The supercomputer systems of the Nagoya University Information Technology Center,
a Joint Usage/Research Center authorized by the Ministry of Education, Culture,
Sports, Science and Technology (MEXT), are made available to faculty and researchers
at universities and other research institutions throughout Japan for the purpose of
research, education, and social contributions.
